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A group of frogs are living happily in a peaceful pond, until they discover a surprise visitor: a little

pink pig. Sitting contentedly on a rock in the middle of their pond, the pig opens his mouth and says:

The frogs are bewildered at first, and then a bit annoyedâ€”"What did that little pig just

say?", "Does he think he's a frog?", "Is he making fun of us?"Â Soon the pig draws the attention of

all the nearby animals; everyone is curious to know what he wants!
