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Weâ€™re all searching. Sometimes the search is easy: simply type a question and the answer pops

up. But sometimes our questions are complicated, and the answers are difficult to see and harder to

articulate. How do we discover and examine the truths that give meaning and purpose to life? Adam

Hamilton believes that some powerful answers are contained in the Apostlesâ€™ Creed, an early

statement of foundational Christian beliefs.
